Overview 
 

Pleasant easy walk over farmland, and open countryside mostly via footpaths and bridle 
paths. Some stiles and gates. Take care when on A426 through Kites Hardwick. 
 
Join Section from Ashby St Ledgers to make a 9.5 mile walk

Medieval village by Wolfhampcote church

Route 
 

Leave the church and turn left towards The Cottage, uphill through gate then straight 
ahead towards railway bridge towards Wixamtree Farm.  Through gate, down track, hedge 
on right, cycle path to Leam Farm, Sawbridge. Turn right at road, then right towards 
Willoughby. 
 
Turn left on footpath, (no signs), over stile, across field, then another stile towards small 
barn, stile, then footpath, diagonally on footpath, over wooden footbridge. Over two stiles, 
across field towards church via gate in hedge.  Turn left to minor road into Grandborough. 
Walk through village.    
 
Church cottage (FP sign) through gate into garden. Turn left, stile, cross field (FP sign). 
Wooden bridge. Turn right on road. Turn right opposite Valley Fields Farm on bridleway. 
Metal gate straight ahead, then metal gate and straight ahead. Turn right (FP sign) to 
small barn. Turn right hedge line, metal gate. (1 mile)  
 
When you reach Kites Hardwick, turn right on A426 through village.  By “Swinside” (FP 
sign) cross to stile (FP sign), stiles, kissing gate, then right, bridle gate (FP sign) 
footbridge, then wooden bridge.  (FP sign) path with fence on right.  Turn right, then left 
between fields, then walk on field margin with hedge on right, then straight ahead to gap in 
hedge. Towards stile, wide path towards Home Farm. Turn left, stile. Walk between fence 
and hedge.  (1.5 miles). Turn right up to church.
